                       “Special Project” Application Form

The BC Hydro Employees’ Community Services Fund (The HYDRECS Fund) selects five (5) “Special Projects” to fundraise for our annual in-house campaign. If your organization has a unique and exciting endeavour for a capital project that will benefit those in need in communities throughout the province, HYDRECS would like to hear from you.  

About The HYDRECS Fund

There are two categories for “Special Project” funding – one Provincial Project and four Regional Projects. 

The Provincial Project must be provincial in scope and of a capital nature (we do not fund operating costs) for funding up to $125,000. The employees and retirees of BC Hydro reside throughout the province; therefore, the project must serve the province as a whole in some capacity. This can be measured as a presence throughout the various regions, or a single centre that provides a service for the entire province. If your project does not meet this criterion, we suggest that you apply for a Regional Project. 

The Regional Projects will reside within each of the four regions: the Lower Mainland (LM), Vancouver Island (VI) the South Interior (SI) and the North (N). Funding for the LM regional project is up to $40,000 and up to $12,000 in the remaining regions (funding formula is based on employee population).

The maximum amounts for Special Project funding are provided as a guide to enable charities to structure their funding applications according to the level of support HYDRECS has been able to provide historically. These figures are not to be interpreted as being a firm commitment that HYDRECS will be able to fund the projects to those levels. With this in mind, charities must be able to guarantee that their projects will proceed should HYDRECS support fall short of the goal, and that the recognition and awareness of HYDRECS’ contribution, as described in the application, be assured at such a lower level of financial support.

*Note: an organization will not be eligible for funding at the same level for a five-year period. 

The HYDRECS Fund Application submission date is 1 March of each year. 

All applications received will be reviewed by the Projects sub-committee, and recommendations will be brought forth to the Board in April for a short-list selection. The successful organizations will then be contacted, and asked to make a presentation during the Board meeting in May, where a final decision will be made.

Funding through the HYDRECS fund is disbursed in bi-annual increments (April and January of the following year). The first disbursal is roughly 70% of the full funding amount. 

If, for an undetermined reason, your organization is not able to fulfil its funding obligations – either prior to, or commencing funding – alternate arrangements must be made to the satisfaction of the HYDRECS Committee. This could include a full refund of monies with interest.
